1.	Call to Order
M. Ozols called the joint meeting of the Economic Development Commission and the Town Center Revitalization Committee to order at 7:05 p.m.
2.	Community Connectivity Grant – Town Center Sidewalks – Project Update
E. Knapp reported that the sidewalks have been installed. The response has been positive. The owner of Christy’s is going to arrange things so customers will not be parking on the new sidewalks. The paperwork for the grant has to be completed, and a few items on the “punch list” need to be completed as well.
3.	STEAP 2020 Sidewalk Grant
The signed contract for the STEAP 2020 Sidewalk Grant has been submitted to the State. E. Knapp will talk with Tom Fenton, P.E. from Nathanial Jacobsen and Associates. The sidewalk will go from Bell Stone Avenue to Osprey Circle on the south side of Route 1. There is a lot to be done in terms of permitting. The sidewalks will need DOT and DEEP permitting as well as engineering. Public Works will be building the sidewalks.
There is an application that’s been submitted to build sidewalks to connect Vista offices to Vista housing.
4.	Septic Study Progress Report

M. Ozols asked for an update for the cost from 5 years ago. There is money in the Capital Account to do the capacity testing at Wren Park. It’ll be about a 9- month process.

5.	Town Center Parking Lot – Maintenance Update

M. Ozols said they are talking to other landscapers and landscape architects about maintenance and plant types chosen for the Town Center Parking Lot. Volunteers are needed to maintain the plantings this summer.

6.	Westbrook Place Mural Project 

J. Crawford talked with Meg Parulis about presenting a proposal for the mural to General Dynamics/Electric Boat. J. Crawford is also presenting a proposal to Congressman Joe Courtney. J. Crawford will also update Jim McCusker, building owner, about the status of the mural project. There was discussion about possibly approaching the Lee Company for funding for painting the mural.
